4.	Public Comment 

	Braden Henderson, President Vernon Professional Fire Fighter Association expressed the concern for a trial period for the 48/96 schedule change.  He advised the Association is anxiously awaiting decision on the matter.

5.	Discuss, Consider and Take Possible Action on the closing of Marshall Street from Main to Cumberland for the first album release of Southern Weather

	Jose and Noe Lopez of Southern Weather advised the closing of the street would be for an outdoor venue with approximately five other artists to showcase the release of their first album on June 7 from 7:00 – 12:00.

	Commissioner Burnett made the motion to close Marshall Street on June 7 from 7:00 pm to 12:00 pm for the release of Southern Weather’s first album

	Commissioner Fraticelli made the motion to approve the use of Lyday Park for the Juneteenth Celebration on June 21, 2025 from 9:00 am to 10:00 pm and June 22 from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm, also the closing of Houston Street between Dawson and Wanderer during the event and parade route associated with the event.

	Commissioners advised since Jan Bonner’s salary is paid by the City of Vernon the COLA raises should be the same as the other employees of the City of Vernon.  Future raises in addition to COLA should be listed as merit raises.

	Commissioner Fraticelli made the motion to approve Ordinance Number 1833 for a specific use permit to allow a front yard carport at 2808 15th Street

11.	Discuss, Consider and Take Possible Action on the approval to request bids for milling and replacing of the asphalt on Paradise Street starting at Main Street ad continuing to Tolar Street or as far as can be completed using the funds allocated for the seal coat project.

	Chase Craighead, Public Works Director presented the proposal to the Commission concerning Paradise Street.  Craighead advised that due to Atmos Energy replacing gas lines in the southeast part of Vernon the current seal coat project for that area should be delayed.  Craighead recommended to enter into a contract with Kimley-Horn Engineering to request bids/proposals for the milling and resurfacing of Paradise Street from Main Street to Tolar, or as far as can be reached with funding limits.

	Commissioner Burnett made the motion that the City of Vernon proceed under contract with Kimley-Horn to solicit bids for the milling and replacement of asphalt surface along Paradise Street starting at the intersection of Main Street and continuing until we exhaust our budgeted funds and the bids will be presented to the Vernon City Commission for final approval.
