8.	Discuss, Consider and Take Possible Action on Resolution Number 1121 rescinding of an Order of Demolition of Certain Structures at 2610 Eagle Street, Vernon, Texas

	Community Development Director Wilkinson advised the property located at 2610 Eagle was condemned over three years ago.  The representative of the property owner, Randy Adams is requesting the property be removed from the condemnation list.  Three years ago, Mr. Adams was given a list of things that must be completed and was given one year to complete.  

	Jerry Ranjel took pictures of the improvements and presented them to the Commission.  
	
Randy Adams addressed the Commission concerning the improvements he has made to 2610 Eagle.  He advised the cost and illness were contributing factors to why he had not completed the improvements.  He stated he had materials but needed the property removed from the condemnation list to continue improvements.

	Police Chief Birbeck requested authorization to initiate the purchase process for a replacement vehicle for Unit #205 which is currently out of service due to mechanical issues.  The cost of repairs exceeds the current value of the vehicle, making replacement the most fiscally responsible option.  Chief Birbeck presented four bids to the Commission for consideration.

	Commissioner Aydelott made the motion to approve the unbudgeted capital request to replace Police unit #205 accepting the bid from Grapevine Dodge Chrysler Jeep for a Dodge Durango AWD for $66,079.00.
